DOGWOOD ONE: (AN Giant’s Causeway colt
Behemoth m out of Quiet Reward, by Seeking the Gold

Stunning bay has the spirit to match his good looks. You don’t get much better than this pedigree—with
champions throughout the top and bottom lines. Athletic, racy colt stands 15.2 already and he’s got room
to grow. The sky’s the limit for this Canadian-bred fellow.

Some horses are destined for greatness, and this colt’s sire, Giant’s Causeway, is just such a horse. He is by Storm
Cat, one of the most influential stallions in the history of the breed. His dam, Mariah’s Storm, inspired the movie
Dreamer with her courage and heart. She had suffered a fractured cannon bone at two, usually a career-ending injury,
and recovered to win graded stakes at four. Giant’s Causeway exhibited the same will. In his racing days, he was
known as “The Iron Horse,” and for good reason. Horse of the Year in Europe at three, he won five straight Group 1
races then came to America and finished second by a mere neck to Tiznow in the Breeders’ Cup Classic-G1 in his
first try on dirt. At stud, Giant’s Causeway has climbed to the top of the stallion ranks. Champion First-Crop Sire in
Europe and last year’s top sire in North America, he currently ranks second on the 2010 General Sire list.

This colt’s dam is the winning Seeking the Gold mare, Quiet Reward, a sister to Canadian Horse-of-the-Year, Grass
Champion and $2.3-million earner Quiet Resolve. His second and third dams are important stakes winners as well.
Second dam Quiet Cielo won 14 races and $500,000 plus. Third dam Queen of Egypt is a multiple stakes winner and
multiple stakes producer. Her Champion daughter Eye of the Sphynx is only nine and has a 2009 Champion and
Classic-winning first foal, Eye of the Leopard, and a promising 2010 sophomore stakes winner in Hotep.

Giant’s Causeway is already the sire of Champion 2-year-olds, Classic-winning 3-year-olds, record-setting older
horses, and exceptional colts and fillies on dirt, turf and all-weather. He is represented by 18 Group 1/Grade 1
winners. Of those, three were produced from Seeking the Gold mares like this colt. In addition, Giant’s Causeway’s
best son to date, Shamardal, is out of a mare by Machiavellian, Champion son of Mr. Prospector, grandsire of Seeking
the Gold. In fact, the Mr. Prospector line nicks beautifully with Giant’s Causeway. Nearly half of his 84 stakes
winners and 44 graded stakes winners are out of mares by Mr. Prospector or his sons and grandsons.

DOGWOOD TWO: N Discreet Cat filly

Cat Girl m out of Famous Story, by Rahy

She walked off the van in Aiken like she owned the place. Supremely confident and classy. Equine Halle
Berry! Has the goods to be a superstar. Srength and gorgeous balance in one neat package. Deep
shoulder, kind eye, and stands 15.1 plus.

Few horses are as consistently brilliant as this filly’'s sire, Discreet Cat. Visually impressive with a powerful long
stride, Discreet Cat went undefeated in six races at two and three while crisscrossing the globe for Sheikh
Mohammed’ s powerful Godolphin Stable. He broke his maiden at Saratoga at two, then wintered in Dubai where he
posted a 4-length allowance win prior to scoring an emphatic 6-length win in that country’s rich UAE Derby-G2 over
eventual Horse-of-the-Year Invasor. Back to the U.S., Discreet Cat showed his speed in spades with an 11-length
romp in a seven-furlong alowance race at Saratoga (going the distance in a snappy 1:21 2/5), and then won
Belmont’s Jerome H-G2 by 10 1/4 lengths while conceding as many pounds to the runner-up. In his career defining
moment, Discreet Cat took on older horses in the Cigar Mile-G1. Assigned top weight of 124 pounds, he was bumped
at the start but recovered to take the lead, then pulled away in the stretch to win by an easy 3 1/4 lengths over a top
field. His performance equaled Easy Goer’s 11-year-old track record for a mile in 1:32 2/5 and earned him a rating
equal to U.S. Champion 3-Y ear-Old Bernardini on the International Classifications. This filly is from Discreet Cat’s
first crop.

From afamily of sound, resilient runners that is punctuated with blacktype winners, thisfilly is out of the young Rahy
mare, Famous Story. Her first foa to race is 3-year-old Turwada, who broke his maiden earlier this year. Famous
Story’s damis afull sister to the durable and consistent graded stakes winner Tubrok, who won or placed 25 timesin
41 starts. Meanwhile, she is a half-sister to Sunshine for Life, winner of the Athenia H.-G3 at Belmont Park, and
Nara, who is the dam of another two stakes winners. This filly’s third dam, French Group winner Perlee, produced
French 1000 Guineas-G1 winner and multiple stakes producer Pearl Bracelet as well as Misk, dam of Pennsylvania
Derby-G2 winner Anak Nakal.

International sire sensation Giant’s Causeway is a shining example of the powerful cross of Storm Cat line sires with
mares by Rahy. Other Grade 1 stakes winners bred on similar lines include Champions Missed the Storm and Aljabr
and Classic winner Footstepsinthesand.

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DOGWOOD THREE: (AN Hard Spun colt
Jack Seabrook m out of Fontal (ARG), by Southern Halo

This is what you want a yearling colt to look like—correct, good dense bone, leggy, and all set off by a
handsome head. Gleaming chestnut has a strong walk with an 8-inch overstride. 15.2. Named for a great
gentleman and a true horseman.

As aracehorse, Hard Spun danced every dance, and he was tough as nails. Undefeated stakes winner at two, he won
four graded stakes at three, including the King's Bishop-G1. However, it was his gutsy performances in his losing
efforts that endeared him to many a horseman. Five days before his third birthday, Hard Spun was runner-up to Street
Sense in the Kentucky Derby-G1. He was third behind Curlin in the Preakness S.-G1 two weeks later, and finished
fourth in the Belmont-G1 in his next start. Not deterred by the rigors of the Triple Crown, Hard Spun went on to
defeat Street Sense in the Kentucky Cup Classic-G2 and place in the Haskell-G1 before finishing second to Horse-of -
the-Year Curlin in a star-studded Breeders Cup Classic-G1. Hard Spun won seven races by a combined margin of 35
lengths. He won at five different tracks, over five different distances. He handled fast tracks, wet tracks, Polytracks,
and never failed to hit the board. All but one of hislosses came in Grade 1 races. One of the last great sons of Danzig,
Hard Spun has been well received in the sales ring with his first crop of yearlings, and this colt is included in that

group.

This colt is a half-brother to two stakes horses, including Dogwood's Fond, a lovely stakes-winning filly. Fond won
the Open Mind S. at Meadowlands in wire-to-wire fashion as a 2-year-old, then came back the following year and
took Aqueduct’s Busher S. in front-running fashion at three. Although she tended to flash her speed, thisis a family
of hardy and high-class South American runners. This colt’s first dam, Fontal, is a graded stakes winner. His second
dam, Fontemar, was a Classic winner, and third dam Fontana was a Champion 2-year-old. Each of them earned their
own blacktype at two and three, and each of them went on to be stakes producers.

An amazing 50 sons of Danzig have sired Grade 1 stakes winners and those sons have been crossed successfully with
a number of broodmare sire lines. This grandson of Danzig and Southern Halo also represents a proven Cross.
Preakness S.-G1 winner Pine Bluff, Prix Morny-G1 winner Orpen, and at least a half-dozen other G1 winners were
bred along the same lines.

Thessalonian m out of Clear Destiny, by Deputy Minister

This colt’ s a chip off the old block in looks and attitude. Definitely all boy. Rough, but eager to get on with
his lessons. A stout 15.2 with plenty of scope. Seems precocious, but then again his sire only got better
with age when he raced.

This colt’ s sire, Corinthian, had an aura of success from the get-go. A son of leading sire Pulpit, heis out of a mare by
Easy Goer from the remarkable family that produced international sires Nureyev and Sadler’s Wells. Corinthian aso
exhibited a lot of talent, but he was known to be quite spirited around the barn. He broke his maiden in his second
start in the fall of his juvenile season. He then won an allowance race at Gulfstream early in his 3-year-old year, but
his antics caught up with him in the Fountain of Youth S.-G2. Although he was clearly the best in that important
Derby prep, Corinthian was disquaified to third after an erratic stretch run. Away from the races for nearly a year,
Corinthian emerged a bigger, stronger, more mature horse at four. He turned heads when he beat Belmont S.-G1
winner Jazil by 9 1/2 lengths in his seasonal debut, and then won the Gulfstream Park H.-G2 by a determined neck in
his next start. He won the Metropolitan H.-G1 and culminated the year with an emphatic 6 %2length win in the
inaugural running of the Breeders' Cup Dirt Mile. Corinthian has been extremely popular at stud, and this colt isfrom
hisfirst crop.

This colt hails from a family that exudes quality. He is out of Clear Destiny, a stakes winner by leading broodmare
sire Deputy Minister, who finished first or second in 10 of her 15 starts. Clear Destiny is out of the Mr. Prospector
mare Crystal Shard, who brought $460,000 in the sales ring. Crystal Shard is a full sister to Bonnie Miss S.-G2
winner Withallprobability. The dam of graded stakes winner With Ability, Withallprobability is also the granddam of
Personal Ensign-G1 winner and millionaire Summer Colony as well as 2010 stakes winner Cgjun Conquest. Other
distinguished horses from this family include Oak Leaf-G1 winner One of a Klein, and Ashland S-G1 winner and
Kentucky Oaks-G1 placed Bare Minimum.

Rags to Riches, the brilliant filly who won the Belmont S.-G1 a few years ago, is the most famous of the runners
produced from the A.P. Indy-Deputy Minister cross.
